Former assistant basketball coach,
Michael Scarano, was named interim
head basketball coach for UAH by Paul
Brand, director of athletics.

Mr. Scarano has been
assistant coach under Mr. Krause for the
past two seasons.

Auditrons Obsolete
in Madison Hall
and Library

The University will be going to the
Vendacard system for making copies on
the coin operated copiers in the library
and the copier in Madison Hall. Mag-
netically encoded debit cards will be used
in lieu of an auditron.

Students, faculty and staff will be able
to purchase vendacards of several
denominations from the library and the
bookstore. As copics are made using
these cards, the value of each copy will
be recorded on the microprocessor
controlled display.

The system will be installed in early
July and details for using it will be posted
at each installation point.
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
